SDCA 2010 MID SESSION REPORT
The legislative session got off to a slower than usual start due to the weather but all the bills have now been introduced with just under 500 bills, a lower than normal number basically due to the difficult budget year we are experiencing. 

Below are the bills I am tracking for the SDCA. In addition there are a number of bills that deal with adjusting the state aid formula. I’ve not included many of those because they have either been sent to the 41st day or are being held to be part of an education funding package in the future. If some sort of new funding does begin to take shape I’ll forward that information to you as it develops. 

February 24th all bills have to be out of the house of origin in order to meet the deadlines that are set on the calendar prior to the legislative session. If you see a bill of interest to you below you can click on it and get the bill history and the bill wording. It may have already died or it may still be processing through the system. If you’d like additional information on any of these bills or others that you may be following on your own, please drop me a note and I’ll track down the appropriate information for you.
